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Life with a Special Needs or Chronically Sick Child

No one knows what to expect when they become a parent. It begins with sleepless nights, worrying
about a fever that will not go down, a funny looking rash that you have never seen. No matter what
the worry is over our children it seems as though it will never end, it is part of being a parent.
Marriage is hard enough as it is. Making it work with your partner, remembering why you fell in love
with one another during the hard times. Making it a priority to make time for each other and
working the hard stuff out. Children change your lives, for the better because they are a part of each
of you. There is the common struggle financially while raising children, the disciplining, raising, and
guiding your child or children together. These things you don’t think about when you first get
married, you just take it as it comes.

Now imagine parenting with a special needs child or chronically sick child. It is hard enough to know
if you are doing things right with a healthy child, but with a special needs or chronically sick child it is
a whole new world. The medical bills start rolling in, endless doctor’s appointments, understanding
what the doctor is explaining. The change in your child, behavior changes after nonstop
appointments, hospitalizations, or temper tantrums because they cannot communicate how they are
feeling. Another issue is that one parent may need to stay at home with the child, changing the
dynamic of the family income. Not to mention the fact maybe they had a career and it makes them
feel like a totally different person changing paths. Then there is the mixture of emotions and feelings
the parents are going through because something is a little different with their child, or the diagnosis
they do receive. They may blame themselves, or each other. A sickness can happen at birth, or
farther down the road. You never know what can happen that can change a family’s life.

Know that you are not alone in this situation. There are many families out there experiencing some
kind of hardship. Know that there are resources out there to help you and your family. Look into
therapy’s that may help your child’s life, insurance like Apple Kids that may make it less stressful on
the family and never ending medical bills, parent support groups, and even counseling for your child
and family. Having a special child makes you realize what the priorities are in life, what to be
thankful for, and to not worry about the small stuff in life.

Pass Program for Washington State Residents

Washington State Parks offers passes that reduce or waive camping, moorage and watercraft launch
fees for limited income senior citizens, disabled veterans, foster parents and people with disabilities.
Qualified individuals may apply for more than one type of pass, although only one pass may be used at

a time. These passes are valid only at Washington state parks.

Disability Pass - No Charge

Good for 50 percent discount on nightly camping/moorage. Free watercraft
launching and trailer dump. Valid all year round. Available for one-year
(short-term disability) or five-year (permanent disability) periods. Offered

to Washington state residents who are legally blind, profoundly deaf,
developmentally disabled or who meet the disability definition used by the

U.S. Social Security Administration.

\Note: A Permanent Disability Parking Permit, issued by the Washington State
Department of Licensing, also entitles you to the 50 percent disability

discount on camping and moorage and waives the trailer dump and boat launch
fee. Simply show your placard or license plate directly to the park ranger.
